At the conference, Iraq was allowed to fly armed
helicopters next to the temporary border, ostensibly for the government's traffic treatment due to the damage caused to the civil infrastructure. The rebels were encouraged by an airplane of "Free Iraq's Voice" on February 2, 1991, which was
transmitted from a CIA-Run Rodium Station of Saudi Aribia. The Arabic Service of the Voice of America supported the revolt stating that the rebellion was well supported, and soon they would be released from Saddam. [173] In the north, the Kurdish leaders took American statements that would support a revolt into his heart, and began to fight, in
the hope of triggering a blow blow. However, when no US support came, Iraqi generals remained loyal to Saddam and brutally crushed the curd revolt. [174] Millions of Kurds fled through the mountains for Turkey and Iran's curd areas. These events later resulted in zones without flies being established in the north and southern Iraq. In Kuwait, Emir
was restored and suspected Iraqi employees were repressed. Eventually, more than 400,000 people were expelled from the country, including a large number of Palestinians, because of Saddam's PLO support. Yasser Arafat did not apologize for his support from Iraq, but after his death, Fatah under Authority Mahmoud Abbas formally asked 2004.
